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Despite the nearly identical gray costumes against the white of the dance floor, the two dance authors appear so different that at the very beginning of the performance we really wonder whether they manage to establish a duet. Upon completion of the performance we are aware that the duo is not established as synchronicity and uniformity of movement, but in the acceptance of mutual mirroring and shared difference.

As in many other productions by BADco. the spectator is not invited "to relax and have fun", but to accept the power and partake in the joint responsibility for the artistic process. This way the audience, along with the performers, searches for and detects the moments of mutual permeation realized by use of very allusive techniques and characterized by a desire for constant restructuring. However, the affective material performance also exceeds the norm: as soon as one body gifts another with generous attention, as do Kreitmeyer and Užbinec, part of their mutual belonging extends to the audience.
